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SPAY/NEUTER SURGERY AGREEMENT AND WAIVER

· I, being responsible for the cat(s) described above, have the authority to grant the veterinarian, his staff, and ACR, my consent to receive, treat and/or operate on these cat(s).
· I understand that while all procedures are to be done to the best abilities of the staff, no assurance or guarantee has been made of the results of any surgery or treatment, and that risks and probabilities of complications exist in any surgical or medical treatment.  I consent to the administration of anesthetics and/or other medications as may be deemed necessary by the veterinarian.

· I understand the participating veterinarian may refuse to perform surgery on my animal if he believes it has a significant health risk. I will consult the participating veterinarian for details about health problems that may disqualify my cat(s) from the program.  In many cases, these problems may be successfully treated at my expense and my eligibility for this program may be restored at a later time.
· I understand that as the registered owner, I am responsible for following the veterinary clinic’s pre and post surgery instructions exactly as required.
· I certify, to the best of my knowledge, my cat(s) is/are in good health and will be given no food or water after 12 o’clock midnight, the evening prior to surgery.  

· I will not hold Alley Cat Rescue or the Brentwood Animal Hospital, including its participating veterinarians and its staff, responsible should my cat contract any disease whatsoever.

· I understand if I do not retrieve my pet at the agreed upon time, and after ACR and the Brentwood Hospital attempt to contact me, the cat(s) will be placed into ACR’s adoption program.

· I hereby release ACR and the Brentwood Animal Hospital from any and all claims arising from or connected with the performance of this operation or procedure.  I agree I have not or will not claim any right of compensation from any person or entity or file any action by reason of such sterilization or attempted sterilization of such cat(s) or any consequences related thereto.

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Dear Spay/Neuter Clinic Participant,

Thank you for contacting Alley Cat Rescue.  Your decision to spay (female) or neuter (male) your companion animal will prevent unwanted litters from being born and then destroyed or living feral, because there are simply not enough homes for all of them.  Each day in the U.S., an average of 70,000 kittens and puppies are born! 

Dog and cat overpopulation is a serious problem in America.  According to 1999 statistics, the PG County Shelter’s euthanasia rate was approximately 12,000 animals per year.  Nation-wide that figure is between 5 & 10 million… EVERY YEAR!  The reason for this tragedy?  Millions of kittens and puppies being born “by accident,” because pet owners did not bother to get their pets spayed or neutered! 

The solution to this heartbreaking problem is simple and humane – by reducing the number of animals born “by accident,” we reduce the number of unwanted, homeless animals who will die.
